REGIONAL DEVELOPMENT FUNDS (RDF)

General Eligibility Requirements:

This funding is intended for coalitions seeking to build their capacity and community mobilization efforts.  RDF Requests for Community Coalitions are limited to 2 requests per year for up to $500.00 per request.  See examples of Regional Development activities at www.actmissouri.org/mostatewidetraining.asp.

RSC Requirements/Process for Submitting Requests:

All requests must be approved and signed by the Regional Support Center Director/Coordinator and submitted to the appropriate ADA regional Prevention Specialist no less than 30 business days prior to the event/activity date.

Within 5 business days of receipt, The ADA Prevention Specialist will send the request to ACT Missouri.  ACT Missouri will review and send a Notice of Approval to the RSC contact within 5 business days of receipt of the request.

PAYMENT AND REPORTING PROCEDURES

Coalitions awarded RDF funding will be issued advance payment within 30 days after ACT Missouri Approval Notice.  A Final Budget & Report must be completed and submitted to ACT Missouri within 30 days after the event.  Any unused funds over $25 must be returned to ACT Missouri within 30 days after the event.  Should the event be cancelled, it is the Regional Support Center’s responsibility to contact ACT Missouri.  The Final Budget Form can be accessed at www.actmissouri.org/Word Files/RDFWorksheet.doc
The Final Budget Worksheet must include all receipts for expenditures, and if applicable a check made payable to ACT Missouri for any unused funds over $25.
