April 30, 2011 Missouri Takeback Totals Double Over 2010

The spring takeback effort was a great success for the entire state of Missouri.  Together, Missouri collected 12,507 pounds of medications, up more than double the 5,148 pounds from the June 2010 takeback.
Collections were made from over 400 sites in the central region - Missouri, Illinois, Iowa, Nebraska, Kansas, and South Dakota.  That is double the number of collection sites nationwide.  Nearly 90 of those locations were in Missouri.
